My Dear People, 
 

 The census taken last 

Sunday shows that we have at 

least 234 Catholic families in 

Broadmoor. Unfortunately, I have 

been unable to call upon more 

than 25 of your homes so far.  Please be assured that I shall 

visit each of you at the earliest possible moment.  In the 

meantime, we shall become acquainted at our meetings ð and 

through our Uncle Samõs mail. 
 

 At the outset I feel impelled to thank you for 

overwhelming me with so much kindness and cooperation.  

Sundayõs volunteer canvassers ð to whom I am deeply 

indebted for their splendid job ð reported an all-pervading 

spirit of enthusiasm over the Parish.  Since they were your 

Pastorõs representatives I thank you for receiving them so 

graciously.
